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Question 3 cardiology. Past AMI with triple vessel disease. ECG consistent with lateral NSTEMI. Management?

Answer is C

Reason can be done by elimination. Post STEMI a stress test would be wrong. The other options left are A, C, and E.

A is wrong because clopidogrel should not be given prior to CABG due to the increased incidence of bleeding.

A repeat angiogram should be done prior to CABG. 

Likely culprit lesion is the circumflex.
