A mother is worried about her daughter's risk of breast Ca





BRCA1 and 2 mutations account for about 5% of familial breast Ca in Australia. Therefore, knowing the BRCA status doesn't help the daughter.


A) is correct because father's family history is important too. Given that the penetrance of BRCA1 and 2 is high, testing the daughter would help clarify the risk, but again, a negative test does not mean that she does not have a familial form of breast CA.





However, the most correct answer is that the daughter is at increased risk-D)
